Inspired interpretations of jazz standards done with style are the trademark of this Canadian jazz singer. Barbara 
BlairÕs smooth vocals and love of Ellington, Cole Porter, Gershwin and Rodgers & Hart translate into mainstream 
enjoyment.

Her musical inspiration and interpretative approach comes from the giants and innovators of mainstream jazz 
including Ella Fitzgerald, Carmen McRae, Miles Davis, Chet Baker, Stan Getz, Sarah Vaughan and Shirley Horn.

Barbara has recorded four albums and studied with such jazz luminaries as Ellis Marsalis, Sheila Jordan, Paul Horn, 
Nancy King, Leighton Noble and Jay Clayton. Her most recent recording features guitarist Brian Nova, [protŽgŽ of Joe  
Pass], Count Basie Band bassist Buddy Catlitt and Glenn Miller Orchestra drummer Gregg Williamson.

While still in high school she formed her own jazz quartet, performing on radio and teen dances around the B.C. 
lower mainland. After graduating with honours in classical piano performance and voice, Barbara was active as a 
performer and teacher of classical music. Her return to jazz was a turning point in her career.

Her outstanding quintet JazzA!air was chosen to perform at the 
opening of the British Columbia Legislature. Barbara divides her 
time between concert and educational tours throughout western 
Canada. A recent tour took her to Hawaii and Northern Australia.

No stranger to Oregon, BarbaraÕs performances locally include the Florence Performing ArtsÕ Music Alive series and a  
concert sponsored by the Canadian Consulate in SalemÕs grand Elsinore theatre.
